A postsecondary education - college, trade school, and 
other pathways - unlocks oppo�unities for students and 
entire communities. Yet for millions of underserved students, 
it remains out of reach. In Georgia, 60% of jobs require a 
postsecondary education, but only 29% of students in Metro 
Atlanta obtain a postsecondary credential within �ve years 
of high school graduation*. This is not for lack of ambition 
or talent, but for lack of suppo�.
